Use drop in 'ing' clause in sentence. Jane, laughing at the
teacher, fell off her chair.

Use commas to mark clauses in complex sentences

Continue to use full stops, capital letters, commas in a list and,
question marks, exclamation marks and inverted commas.

Use dialogue with a verb and adverb “Hello,” she whispered
shyly.

Use apostrophes to mark singular and plural possession-the girl's
name, the boy's boot.
